Camera Selection Camera Channel Icons Enable Audio Option
Select (click on) a camera icon to set desired recording time, motion detection range,
image quality, resolution, motion sensitivity, etc.

Enter the installed location of the selected camera. Information entered will be
displayed on the window for the selected camera.

Settings

Adjust Motion Detection Sensitivity (for Analog Cameras) according to the approxi-
mate amount of movement in the viewing area. For cameras with excessive move-
ment such as wide-angle views, it is recommended to lower the motion detection
sensitivity value to avoid unnecessary recording. Adjust Scene Loss Sensitivity to
your needs so you can be alerted when the video from a camera is obscured.

If you set the camera to Motion and the system restarts, it reverts to Continuous recording (default). To keep the Motion setting after a restart, set
it in the Schedule tab. Refer to the Server Technical Guide for more information.

«  Selecteither ALL, WORKDAY, SATURDAY, SUNDAY, or HOLIDAY, or high-
light timeslots in the table.

+  Choose one of the recording mode based on your preference:
Continuous (C) stores all images regardless of the movement cap-
tured on camera. This mode requires more storage than Motion
Detection (M), which stores images only when movement occurs.
Continuous Sensor (C,S) or Motion Sensor (M,S) need to be selected
to record when a sensor is activated. OFF (F) mode does not perform
any recording or surveillance function.

Notice  To maximize storage efficiency, use the motion mode for normal,
daily recording operations.
