The DIGIOP™ Core server is used to configure hDVR analog cameras. When the server is initialized, a desktop window similar to the following
appear.
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« Tologin to the DVR, click the icon on the bottom, right area of
the main screen. Enter admin for the user name and admin for the 12

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2 Set the Date and Time

«  Double-click the date and time box in the top, right corner of the
screen.

«  This will open the Microsoft Windows Date and Time window. Set the
Date, Time, Time Zone, and Daylight Saving Time options appropri-
ately for your location.

3 Adjust camera Settings Tools mpConfigure mpCamera

Camera Selection
Select (click on) a camera icon to set desired recording time, motion detection range,
image quality, resolution, motion sensitivity, etc.

Camera Name
Enter the installed location of the selected camera. Information entered will be
displayed on the window for the selected camera.

Settings

Adjust Motion Detection Sensitivity (for Analog Cameras) according to the approxi-
mate amount of movement in the viewing area. For cameras with excessive move-
ment such as wide-angle views, it is recommended to lower the motion detection
sensitivity value to avoid unnecessary recording. Adjust Scene Loss Sensitivity to
your needs so you can be alerted when the video from a camera is obscured.

If you set the camera to Motion and the system restarts, it reverts to Continuous re-
cording (default). To keep the Motion setting after a restart, set itin the Schedule tab.

Check FPS and Resolution Setting per Camera.

Set the maximum frame rate for each available resolution based on
the system you are using. The Use/Max column displays the frame rate
your system is currently using and your system’s maximum available
frame rate. For example, if your unit is capable of recording 120 frames
per second (FPS), you can set the system to record 120 FPS at 352x240,
120 FPS at 720x240, and 90 FPS at 720x480 for a total of 120 FPS. You
must divide the frame rate equally.
